
ROMANS ROAD TO SALVATION

The Romans Road
Seven verses from Romans that explain the gospel (KJV)

The Romans Road is a simple way to share the gospel using only verses from the Book of Romans. Read it slowly. Share it

with a friend. Carry it in your Bible.

1. All have sinned
Romans 3:23

"For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God."
Every person -- without exception -- has fallen short of God's perfect standard. This is the starting point of the gospel.

2. The wages of sin
Romans 6:23

"For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord."
Sin earns death -- both physical and spiritual. But God offers a gift in its place: eternal life through His Son.

3. God's love demonstrated
Romans 5:8

"But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us."
Christ did not wait for us to clean ourselves up. He died for us in the middle of our sin -- proof of God's love.

4. Confess and believe
Romans 10:9

"That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the
dead, thou shalt be saved."
Salvation comes by confessing Jesus as Lord and believing in His resurrection. Not by works, ceremonies, or
self-improvement.

5. Call upon the Lord
Romans 10:13

"For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved."
The promise is universal: anyone who calls on Jesus in faith is saved. No one is excluded.

6. Peace with God
Romans 5:1

"Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ."
Faith in Christ brings instant peace with God -- the war is over, the debt is paid, the relationship restored.

7. Nothing can separate us
Romans 8:38-39

"For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers... shall be able to separate us
from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord."
Once you belong to Christ, no force in the universe can pry you out of His hands. The gospel ends in unbreakable security.
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IF YOU ARE READY TO TRUST CHRIST

A Prayer of Faith
There are no magic words -- but here is a simple prayer to express faith in Christ.

Lord Jesus, I know I am a sinner, and I cannot save myself. I believe that You died on the cross

for my sins and rose again from the dead. Right now, I turn from my sin and trust You alone as

my Lord and Saviour. Thank You for forgiving me, giving me eternal life, and welcoming me into

Your family. In Your name I pray, Amen.

What now?
1. Tell someone. Share with a Christian friend, family member, or pastor.

2. Read the Bible. Begin with the Gospel of John -- one chapter a day.

3. Talk to God daily. Prayer is conversation, not performance.

4. Find a Bible-believing church. You were not meant to walk this alone.

5. Be baptized. Jesus commanded it as the public sign of your new life.
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
